On July 1st, 2024, DNSE Securities Joint Stock Company (code: DSE) was officially 

listed and traded 330 million shares on the Hochiminh Stock Exchange (HOSE), equivalent to 

the value of VND 3,300 billion. The reference price on the first trading day is VND 

30,000/share with the daily trading limit of ±20%. 

DNSE Securities Joint Stock Company (DSE) formerly known as Dai Nam Securities 

Joint Stock Company. In 2007, Dai Nam Securities Joint Stock Company was granted the 

Business Registration Certificate by the Department of Planning and Investment of Ha Noi 

city, and the Securities Business Operation License by the State Securities Commission of 

Vietnam (SSC) with the charter capital of VND 38 billion. In 2008, the Company became a 

member of the Hanoi Stock Exchange (HNX) and the Hochiminh Stock Exchange (HOSE). 

The Company completely restructured its business operation, finance, management and 

personnel after changing name into DNSE Securities Joint Stock Company and becoming a 

member company of Encapital Financial Technology Joint Stock Company. The Company’s 

current charter capital to VND 3,300 billion after increasing capital 6 times.  

 According to the audited financial statements in 2022 and 2023, the company’s revenue 

recorded VND 452 billion and VND 715 billion respectively; as well as the profit after tax 

reached VND 78 billion and VND 229 billion. By the end of Quarter 1/2024, the Company 

achieved more than VND 182 billion in the revenue and over VND 70 billion in the profit after 

tax. 

At the listing ceremony, the representative of HOSE congratulated the first trading 

session of DNSE Securities Joint Stock Company. As the market operator, HOSE has always 

accompanied and supported the listed companies in fulfilling information disclosure 

obligations, and updating regulations and policies related to the stock market.
